Mary Ann Broom/Slocombe/Vivash died on 6 Feb 1866 aged 59. Cert states she spent 20 years in Tasmania and 26 years in Victoria, although the latter is hard to read. Her marriage certificates don’t list her parents, but her death cert says her father was Henry Broom, a butcher, and her mother was Mary Ann Broom.

it's great to hear from you again, and good to know you have a chance to follow up on the Brooms and even the Slocombes in the UK. I haven't done much on them for a while, but have done a bit more in a closer generation - finding a Slocombe cousin of my mother-in-law's. Unfortunately she died two years ago, but her husband was very keen to talk to us. No research though.

 

I'm hoping I sent you already a notice from a Qld newspaper in 1893 seeking a William Slocombe, sent by someone from Wiveliscombe, John Giles. I spent a bit of time tracing this link without success. I have even bought a recent book called Sancti Stones, Parish Memorials of Wiveliscombe Somerset which does list Slocombes and Brooms, but not in the timeframe we want. As there aren't many entries, I'll photocopy them for you. There may be some connection you can make in situ. Could you remind me of your address ? 

 

Your email is coincidental timing though - last Friday we hired a movie just out called 'Hot Fuzz'. It was filmed in Wells, Somerset which I didn't notice until the credits. It's a bit gory, but very funny - a spoof of many other films. This was the supposed town of William's first crime. I think I have the basic details on that, let me know if you don't.

I have 2 other lines in Devon
which I have recently been researching & the temptation to get some more
information on our convict ancestors was too great -I just had to look
at it again!!! I think we would be very lucky to fluke William Slocombes
origins but I think if I concentrate on Mary Anne's birth or bap I might
have more success. Also I noticed on Ancestry- NSW & Tas Muster
1806-1849 data base a Henry Broom transported on the "Hibernia" in April
1818 & wonder if it just might be our elusive Henry??? This might have
been the reason Mary had to resort to forged bank notes???? 
Also on IGI & Free Reg a Henry Broom married Mary Canniford 20 Oct 1806 at Talaton
DEV (I have had this in one of my possible marriages for some time) It
isn't far from Exeter. I have been in touch with the Honiton museum &
they have about 50 of the surrounding parish registers on fiche/film. I
am spending 5 weeks at Xmas in Weymouth which isn't far from that part
of Devon & am hoping to spend some time going through some records. If
Mary Canniford turns out to be our Mary Broom I have a long line of
ancestors going back. She was born in Broadhembury parish - I have
attached a family view. I KNOW it is a long shot but you never know.Let
me know if you have any ideas about these "ideas" & if you have any
suggestions for when I am over in Devon??
